Revenue from operations has come down to Rs.37,063.81
Lakhs showing declined by Rs.24,487.24 Lakhs and
39.78% in FY 2023-24 from Rs.61,551.04 Lakhs in FY

during the previous F.Y 2022-23 the company had made
trading of cotton amounting to Rs. 4594.52 Lakh, which
has not been done in the current F.Y 2023-24. Also, during
the current F.Y 2023-24 there is major shortfall in the sale
of dyed yarn due to adverse market conditions. The above
stated reasons impacted the reduction in revenue in F.Y
2023-24. There was loss of Rs.2675.98 Lakhs during FY
2023-24 as compared to last year’s PBT of Rs.149.14 Lakh

Earlier, the bank accounts of the company were classified
as NPA by the Banks. The company had made efforts to
resolve its debts with Banks. State Bank of India, United
Bank of India, Canara Bank, Bank of Baroda, Bank of
Maharashtra, Union Bank of India (formerly known as
Andhra Bank and Corporation Bank) and Axis Bank have
assigned our debt to Phoenix ARC Private Limited through
Assignment Agreements. Further, the company had settled
its debts under OTS with Bank of India, Indian Bank
(Allahabad Bank), Punjab National Bank, ] & K Bank,
Punjab & Sind Bank. On November 8, 2023, the Company
has accepted/ signed the Letter of Acceptances (LOA) of
Phoenix ARC Private Limited for restructuring of debt and
the debt is repayable in monthly installments upto
September, 2026 as per repayment schedule of LOA. As
per the LOA, the liability will recast to the original amount
in case of default.

consideration and rectify the register by cancelling the
allotment made to IRIS. In furtherance of the petition filed
by the Company, the MUT filed an application against
OFMHT for oppression and mismanagement. The
Company Law Board (CLB) vide its consolidated order
dated 13.08.2015 has dismissed all the petitions. The
matter pertaining to rectification of register of members
was disposed off against VPL. The same was challenged
before the Punjab & Haryana High Court at Chandigarh
and a stay was granted in the matter by the Hon’ble High
Court. In response to the order of CLB dated 13.08.2015,
Hahnl Group filed two applications at CLB for execution
of above CLB order and for amendment/rectification in
the order. Also MUT had got an order dated 13.10.2017
from Supreme Court of India for adding Vardhman Polytex
limited as a party to purchase the shares pursuant to CLB
Order dated 13.08.2015.

‘Senior Management Personnel’ shall mean personnel of the
company who are members of its core management team
excluding Board of Directors. Normally, this would comprise
all members of management one level below the executive
directors, including all functional heads.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS REPORT

ECONOMIC OVERVIEW
Global Economy

The global economy is exhibiting resilience and fortitude. There are, however, multiple challenges emanating from still elevated
inflation, tight monetary and financial conditions, escalating geopolitical tensions, rising geo-economic fragmentation, disruptions
in key global shipping routes, high public debt burdens and financial stability risks. Amidst heightened uncertainty, global growth
is likely to weaken below its historical average in 2024, with divergent and uneven pathways across geographies and sectors.

According to the International Monetary Fund (IMF), global growth decelerated to 3.2 per cent during 2023 from 3.5 per cent
during 2022. The pace of economic activity was dragged down, inter alia, by restrictive monetary policy stances to tame inflation,
protracted geopolitical tensions and sluggish recovery in China. Global inflation fell to 6.8 per cent in 2023 from 8.7 per cent in
2022 on the back of easing commodity prices, favourable supply conditions and monetary tightening across major economies.

Indian Economy

Amidst this challenging global economic environment, the Indian economy is exhibiting strength and stability with robust
macroeconomic fundamentals and financial stability. India has emerged as the fastest growing major economy in the world and a
leading contributor to global growth. The Indian economy expanded at a robust pace in 2023-24, with real GDP growth accelerating
to 7.6 per cent from 7.0 per cent in the previous year — the third successive year of 7 per cent or above growth. With gross fixed
capital formation (GFCF) accelerating to 10.2 per cent in 2023-24 from 6.6 per cent in 2022-23, investment was the major driver
of domestic demand, buoyed by government spending on infrastructure. Growth in private consumption demand, on the other
hand, stood at 3.0 per cent as against 6.8 per cent a year ago. Government consumption demand was also subdued tracking fiscal
consolidation. Net exports dragged down growth due to the moderation in exports as a result of contraction in global trade
volumes. Import demand was relatively buoyant on robust domestic demand.

Inflationary pressures moderated albeit unevenly during 2023-24, reflecting the combined impact of calibrated monetary tightening,
easing of input cost pressures and supply management measures. Headline inflation softened to 5.4 per cent during 2023-24 from
6.7 per cent in the previous year, driven by the fall in core inflation (CPI excluding food and fuel) to 4.3 per cent from 6.1 per
cent.

INDUSTRY STRUCTURE & DEVELOPMENTS
Global Textile Industry

The global textile market size was valued at USD 1,837.27 billion in 2023 and is anticipated to grow at a compound annual
growth rate (CAGR) of 7.4% in revenue from 2024 to 2030. The ever-increasing apparel demand from the fashion industry and the
meteoric growth of e-commerce platforms are expected to drive market growth over the forecast period. The textile industry
works on three major principles: designing, producing, and distributing different flexible materials such as yarn and clothing.
Market growth stage is medium, and pace of the market growth is accelerating. The market is fragmented due to several small- and
medium-sized manufacturers, especially in countries such as China and India. Moreover, the easy availability of low-cost labor,
coupled with strengthening government support to establish the business units of various major players in these countries, is
expected to bring healthy growth to the market.

The cotton segment led the market and accounted for over 38% of the overall revenue share in 2023. Cotton is the world’s most
important natural fiber, attributed to its superior properties, such as high strength, absorption, and color retention. China, India,
and the U.S. primarily produce cotton and cotton-based products worldwide.

Indian Textiles Industry

India’s textiles sector is one of the oldest industries in the Indian economy, dating back to several centuries. The industry is
extremely varied, with hand-spun and hand-woven textiles sectors at one end of the spectrum, with the capital-intensive sophisticated
mills sector at the other end. The fundamental strength of the textile industry in India is its strong production base of a wide range
of fibre/yarns from natural fibres like cotton, jute, silk and wool, to synthetic/man-made fibres like polyester, viscose, nylon and
acrylic. The decentralised power looms/ hosiery and knitting sector form the largest component of the textiles sector. The close
linkage of textiles industry to agriculture (for raw materials such as cotton) and the ancient culture and traditions of the country in
terms of textiles makes it unique in comparison to other industries in the country.

The market for Indian textiles and apparel is projected to grow at a 10% CAGR to reach US$ 350 billion by 2030. Moreover, India
is the world’s 3rd largest exporter of Textiles and Apparel. India ranks among the top five global exporters in several textile
categories, with exports expected to reach US$100 billion.
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The textiles and apparel industry contributes 2.3% to the country’s GDP, 13% to industrial production and 12% to exports. The
textile industry in India is predicted to double its contribution to the GDP, rising from 2.3% to approximately 5% by the end of
this decade. During FY24, the total exports of textiles (including handicrafts) stood at US$ 35.9 billion.

20%, diminishing the competitiveness of Indian textiles globally. Moreover, the industry’s fragmented structure, characterized by
numerous small-scale and unorganized players alongside larger corporations, poses challenges in production, distribution, and
marketing. Limited access to finance, outdated technology, and regulatory difficulties further compound the issues faced by small-
scale producers, affecting the overall reputation of Indian textiles in international markets.

Despite all odds, the company expects to bounce back. It is a testing times for all of us, but with our good brand image and
network in the market, we expect to be back on track soon.

Management perception of Risk & Concerns

Textile sector faces an array of challenges like rising labour costs, production and process automation, ‘reshoring’ and ‘nearshoring’,
as well as increased pressure to transition towards a more sustainable business model, with improved wages and working conditions.

In today’s challenging and competitive environment, strategies for mitigating inherent risks in accomplishing the growth plans of
the Company are imperative. The main risks inter alia include strategic risk, operational risk, financial risk and compliances &
legal risk. The fast technology obsolescence, high cost of manufacturing and economic uncertainty in key global markets are the
major risk/ concerns of the business.
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The Company has devised and implemented a mechanism for risk management and has developed a Risk Management Policy.
The Audit Committee also evaluates risk management system of the Company periodically. The company has very agile corporate
team of professionals keeping tab on business developments and working efficiently to mitigate the various risks.

Internal Control System & their adequacy:

The Company has a well-established framework of internal controls in all areas of its operations, including suitable monitoring
procedures and competent personnel. In addition to statutory audit, the financial controls of the Company at various locations are
reviewed by the Internal Auditors, who report their findings to the Audit Committee of the Board. The Audit Committee is headed
by an Independent Director and this ensures independence of functions and transparency of the process of supervision. The
Committee meets on a regular basis to review the progress of the internal audit initiatives, significant audit observations and
planning and implementation of the follow-up action required. The Company conducts its business with integrity and high standards
of ethical behavior and in compliance with the all applicable laws and regulations that govern its business.

Discussion on Financial Performance with respect to Operational Performance

Revenue from operations has declined by Rs.24,487.24 Lakhs and 39.78% in FY 2023-24 from Rs.61,551.04 Lakhs in FY 2022-23.
The major reason for reduction in revenue is the lower / irregular production activities of one of the manufacturing units of the
company located at Bathinda during the year, which ultimately led to the closure of the operations of unit. This unit had been
closed due to operational losses and non - viability due to deteriorating conditions of machines & high operational cost. Further,
during the previous F.Y 2022-23 the company had made trading of cotton amounting to Rs. 4594.52 Lakh, which has not been
done in the current F.Y 2023-24. Also, during the current F.Y 2023-24 there is major shortfall in the sale of dyed yarn due to
adverse market conditions. The above stated reasons impacted the reduction in revenue in F.Y 2023-24. There was loss of Rs.2675.98
Lakhs during FY 2023-24 as compared to last year’s PBT of Rs.149.14 Lakh

The past few years have been quite tough for the company which required resilience and adaptability. The textile industry also
experienced a significant downturn in the past year resulting in adverse effects on our revenue as well. Additionally, our liquidity
position has also been under strain which impacted the operations. Management is of the strong belief that the company will
rebound from its current depressed state, presenting us with opportunities for growth and profitability.

Resource utilization:

The gross fixed assets as at 31 March, 2024 were Rs.38,487.73 lakh as against Rs.57,707.80 lakh in the previous year. The Net
block of assets as on 31st March, 2024 was Rs.12,887.95 lakh as compared to Rs. 15,423.22 lakh in the previous year.

Inventory levels as at 31% March, 2024 were Rs.1,681.23 lakh as against Rs.1,592.72 lakh in the previous year. The trade receivable
as at 31 March, 2024 were Rs.3.57 lakh as against Rs.18.57 lakh in the previous year.

Basis for Qualified opinion

Note No. 49 of the Ind AS financial statements regarding crediting
a profit of Rs 396.44 Lacs due on payment of FCCB liability to the
statement of profit & loss during the year ended March 31,2017
which should have been credited in the statement of profit & loss
on payment of FCCB liability which is still outstanding to the tune
of 216,116 USD as on March 31,2024 is not in compliance with
the requirements of para 27 of the Ind AS 1- Presentation of
Financial Statements w.r.t. preparation of financial statements on
accrual basis. Consequently, the profit and loss has been overstated
by the above mentioned amount. The company has settled the
matter with Axis bank where in a payment plan has been agreed
(Final Payment date being 30" September, 2024).

We further report that, had the impact of our observations made
in para above been considered, the net loss and the net worth, for
the period ended, would have increased and decreased
respectively by Rs. 396.44 Lacs.

We conducted our audit of the financial statements in accordance
with the Standards on Auditing specified under section 143(10)
of the Act (SAs). Our responsibilities under those Standards are
further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of
the Ind As Financial Statements section of our report.

Corporate Information

Vardhman Polytex Limited (the’ Company) is a public limited listed company registered under the erstwhile Companies
Act 1956 (superseded by Companies Act, 2013). The Company’s principal activity is manufacturing of yarn & garments.
The company is listed on two stock exchanges i.e at National Stock Exchange & Bombay Stock Exchange.

These financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees (Rs) which is also its functional currency.

Significant accounting policies

Statement of compliance & Basis of preparation & presentation

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with and in compliance, in all material aspects, with Indian Accounting
Standards (Ind AS)notified under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (the “Act”) read along with Companies (Indian
Accounting Standards) Rules, as amended and other provisions of the Act. The presentation of the Financial Statements
is based on Ind AS Schedule 11l of the Companies Act, 2013.The financial statements have been prepared on the historical
cost basis except for certain financial instruments that are measured at fair values at the end of each reporting period.

Use of estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Indian GAAP, which requires the management to make
judgments, estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities and
the disclosure of contingent liabilities, at the end of the reporting period. Although these estimates are based on the
management’s best knowledge of current events and actions, uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could
result in the outcomes requiring a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets or liabilities in future periods.

Revenue recognition

Revenue is recognised at fair value of the consideration received or receivable. The amount disclosed as revenue is
inclusive of and net of returns, trade discounts, Goods & Service Tax related taxes and amount collected on behalf of
third parties.

The company recognizes revenue when the amount of revenue can be measured reliably and it is probable that the
economic benefits associated with the transaction will flow to the entity.

i) Sale of goods

Revenue from sale of goods is recognized when significant risk and rewards of ownership have been transferred to
the buyer, recovery of the consideration is probable, the associated cost can be reliably estimated and there is no
continuing effective control or managerial involvement with the goods and the amount of revenue can be measured
reliably. Revenue is recognized in respect of export sales on the basis of bill of lading.

ii) Export Incentives
Revenue in respect of export incentives / benefits are accounted for on post export basis.
iii) Dividends

Revenue in respect of dividends is recognized when the shareholders’ right to receive payment is established by the
balance sheet date.

iv) Interest

Interest income from a financial asset is recognised when it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the
Company and the amount of income can be measured reliably. Interest income is accrued on a time basis, by
reference to the principal outstanding and at the effective interest rate applicable, which is the rate that exactly
discounts estimated future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial asset to that asset’s net carrying
amount on initial recognition.

v) Insurance Claim

Claims with insurance companies are accounted on accrual basis to the extent, no significant uncertainty exists and
these are measurable and ultimate collection is reasonably certain.
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d)

Inventories

Items of inventories are measured at lower of cost and net realizable value after providing for obsolescence. Cost of
inventories comprises of cost of purchase,conversion and other costs including manufacturing overheads net of recoverable
taxes incurred in bringing them to their respective present location and condition. The cost in respect of various items of
inventory is computed as under:

i. Stores, spares and raw materials are valued at lower of historical cost or net realizable value. However materials &
other items held for use in the production of inventories are not written below cost if the finished products in which
they will be incorporated are expected to be sold at or above cost.

ii. Work in progress is valued at raw material cost plus conversion cost depending upon the stage of completion.
iii. Finished goods are valued at lower of historical cost or net realizable value. Cost of inventories comprises of cost of

purchase, cost of conversion and other costs incurred in bringing them to their respective present location and
condition. By products are valued at net realizable value.

iv. Raw material valuation is determined on the basis of weighted average method.
Financial Instruments

A financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset of one entity and a financial liability or equity
instrument of another entity.

I. Initial recognition and measurement

On initial recognition, all the financial assets and liabilities are recognized at their fair value plus or minus transaction
costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or issue of the financial asset or financial liability except financial
asset or financial liability measured at fair value through profit or loss account.Transaction costs of financial asset and
liabilities carried at fair value through profit and loss are immediately recognized in the Statement of Profit or Loss.

Il.  Subsequent Measurement (Non Derivative Financial Instrument)
a) Financial assets carried at amortised cost

A financial asset is subsequently measured at amortised cost if it is held within a business model whose objective
is to hold the asset in order to collect contractual cash flows and the contractual terms of the financial asset
give rise on specified date to cash flows that are solely payments on principal and interest on the principal
amount outstanding.

b) Financial Asset At Fair Value Through Other Comprehensive Income (FVTOCI)

A financial asset is subsequently measured at fair value through other comprehensive income if it is held within
a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling financial
assets and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely
payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

c) Financial Assets At Fair Value Through Profit or Loss (FVTPL)

A financial asset is measured at fair value through profit and loss unless it is measured at amortized cost or at
fair value through other comprehensive income.

d) Financial Liabilities

The financial liabilities are subsequently carried at amortized cost using the effective interest method. For trade
and other payables maturing within one year from the balance sheet date,the carrying amounts approximate
fair value due to the short maturity of these instruments.

e) Derecognization of financial liabilities

The Company derecognises financial liabilities when, and only when, the company’s obligations are discharged,
cancelled or have expired. An exchange between with a lender of debt instruments with substantially different
terms is accounted for as an extinguishment of the original financial liability and the recognition of new financial
liability. Similarly, a substantial modification of the terms of an existing financial liability (whether or not
attributable to the financial difficulty of the debtor) is accounted for as an extinguishment of the original
financial liability and the recognition of a new financial liability. The difference between the carrying amount
of the financial liability derecognised and the consideration paid and payable is recognised in profit or loss.

Property, plant and equipment

Land is carried at cost and all other items of property plant, equipments and fixtures are stated at cost less accumulated
depreciation. The cost of property, plant and equipment includes

1) its purchase price including import duties and non refundable taxes after reducing trade discount and rebate if any.

2) any attributable expenditure directly attributable to bring an assets to the location and the working condition for its
intended use.

Assets held under finance leases are depreciated over their expected useful lives on the same basis as owned assets.
However, when there is no reasonable certainty that ownership will be obtained by the end of the lease term, assets are
depreciated over the shorter of the lease term and their useful lives.

An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are
expected to arise from the continued use of the asset. Any gain or loss arising on the disposal or retirement of an item of
property, plant and equipment is determined as the difference between the sales proceeds and the carrying amount of
the asset and is recognised in profit or loss.

Property that is held for long-term rental yields or for capital appreciation or both, and that is not used in the production
of goods and services or for the administrative purposes is classified as investment property. Investment property is
measured initially at cost, including transaction costs. Subsequent to initial recognition, investment properties are stated
at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment loss, if any. Subsequent expenditure related to
investment properties are added to its book value only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with
the item will flow to the Company and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. Investment properties are depreciated
using the straight line method over the estimated useful lives.

Intangible assets

Intangible assets are stated at cost less accumulated amortization and impairment. Intangible assets are amortized over
expected useful life on a straight line basis from the date they are available for use.

I.  FINANCIAL ASSETS

The company recognizes loss allowances using the expected credit loss (ECL) model for the financial assets which
are not fair valued through profit or loss.

Loss allowance for trade receivables with no significant financing component is measured at an amount equal to
lifetime ECL. For all other financial assets expected credit losses are measured at an amount equal to the 12 month
ECL,unless there has been a significant increase in credit risk from initial recognition in which case those are
measured at lifetime ECL. The amount of expected credit losses (or reversal) that is required to adjust the loss
allowance at the reporting date to the amount that is required to be recognised is recognized as an impairment gain
or loss in statement of profit or loss.

I[I. Non-Financial Assets
Intangible assets and property,plant and equipment

Intangible assets and property,plant and equipment are evaluated for recoverability whenever events or changes in
circumstances indicate that their carrying amounts may not be recoverable. For the purpose of impairment testing,the
recoverable amount(i.e. the higher of the fair value less cost to sell and the value-in-use) is determined on an
individual asset basis unless the asset does not generate cash flows that are largely independent of those from other
assets. In such cases,the recoverable amount is determined for cash generating unit to which the asset belongs.

If such assets are considered to be impaired, the impairment to be recognized in the statement of profit and loss is
measured by the amount by which the carrying value of the assets exceeds the estimated recoverable amount of the
asset. An impairment loss is reversed in the statement of profit and loss if there has been a change in the estimates
used to determine the recoverable amount, provided that this amount does not exceed the carrying amount that
would have been determined (net off any accumulated amortization or depreciation) had no impairment loss been
recognized for the asset in prior year.

Foreign exchange transactions/translation
a. Initial recognition

Foreign currency transactions are recorded in the reporting currency, by applying to the foreign currency amount
the exchange rate between the reporting currency and the foreign currency at the date of the transaction.

b. Conversion

Foreign currency monetary items are reported using the closing rate. Non-monetary items which are carried in
terms of historical cost denominated in a foreign currency are reported using the exchange rate at the date of the
transaction; and non-monetary items which are carried at fair value or other similar valuation denominated in a
foreign currency are reported using the exchange rates that existed when the values were determined.

c. Exchange Differences

Exchange differences arising on a monetary item that, in substance, form part of the company’s net investment in a
non-integral foreign operation is accumulated in a foreign currency translation reserve in the financial statements
until the disposal of the net investment, at which time they are recognized as income or as an expense.
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Exchange differences arising on the settlement of monetary items not covered above, or on reporting such monetary
items of company at rates different from those at which they were initially recorded during the year, or reported in
previous financial statements, are recognized as income or as expenses in the year in which they arise.

Forward exchange contracts not intended for trading or speculation purposes

The premium or discount arising at the inception of forward exchange contracts is amortized as expense or income
over the life of the contract. Exchange differences on such contracts are recognized in the statement of profit and
loss in the year in which the exchange rates change. Any profit or loss arising on cancellation or renewal of forward
exchange contract is recognized as income or as expense for the year.

j)  Employee benefits

Short Term Employee Benefits

Short Term Employee Benefits are recognized as an expense on an undiscounted basis in the statement of Profit and
loss of the year in which the related service is rendered.

Post Employee Benefits
A) Defined Contribution Plans
i. Provident Fund & ESI

The company makes contribution to Statutory Provident Fund and Employee State Insurance in accordance
with Employees Provident Fund and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1952 and Employee State Insurance
Act, 1948 which is a defined contribution plan and contribution paid or payable is recognized as an
expense in the period in which services are rendered by the employee.

B) Defined Benefit Plans
Gratuity

The company provides for gratuity, a defined benefit retirement plan (“The Gratuity Plan”) covering eligible
employees of the company. The gratuity plan provides a lump-sum payment to vested employees at
retirement,death,incapacitation or termination of employment, of an amount based on the respective employee’s
salary and the tenure of employment with the company.

For defined benefit retirement benefit plans, the cost of providing benefits is determined using the projected
unit credit method, with actuarial valuations being carried out at the end of each annual reporting period.
Remeasurement, comprising actuarial gains and losses, the effect of the changes to the asset ceiling (if applicable)
and the return on plan assets (excluding net interest), is reflected immediately in the balance sheet with a
charge or credit recognised in other comprehensive income in the period in which they occur. Remeasurement
recognised in other comprehensive income is reflected immediately in retained earnings and is not reclassified
to profit or loss. Past service cost is recognised in profit or loss in the period of a plan amendment. Net interest
is calculated by applying the discount rate at the beginning of the period to the net defined benefit liability or
asset. Defined benefit costs are categorised as follows:

e  service cost (including current service cost, past service cost, as well as gains and losses on curtailments
and settlements);

e net interest expense or income; and
® remeasurement

The Company presents the first two components of defined benefit costs in profit or loss in the line item
‘Employee benefits expense’. Curtailment gains and losses are accounted for as past service costs.

The retirement benefit obligation recognised in the balance sheet represents the actual deficit or surplus in the
Company’s defined benefit plans. Any surplus resulting from this calculation is limited to the present value of
any economic benefits available in the form of refunds from the plans or reductions in future contributions to
the plans.

A liability for a termination benefit is recognised at the earlier of when the entity can no longer withdraw the
offer of the termination benefit and when the entity recognises any related restructuring costs.

Taxes on income

Income tax expense comprises current tax and deferred tax. Income tax expense is recognized in net profit in the

Statement of Profit and Loss except to the extent that it relates to items recognized directly in equity or other comprehensive

income, in which case, it is also recognized in equity or other comprehensive income respectively.

Current tax comprises the expected tax payable or receivable on the taxable income or loss for the year and any adjustment
to the tax payable or receivable in respect of previous years. It is measured using tax rates enacted or substantively
enacted at the reporting date.
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n)

Deferred tax is recognized in respect of temporary differences arising between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities
for financial reporting purposes and the amounts used for taxation purposes (including those arising from consolidation
adjustments such as unrealized profit on inventory etc.). Deferred tax assets are recognized for unused tax losses, unused
tax credits and deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be
available against which they can be used. Deferred tax assets are reviewed at each reporting date and are reduced to the
extent that it is no longer probable that the related tax benefit will be realized; such reductions are reversed when the
probability of future taxable profits improves.

Unrecognized deferred tax assets are reassessed at each reporting date and recognized to the extent that it has become
probable that future taxable profits will be available against which they can be used.

Government grants and subsidies

Government grants are not recognised until there is reasonable assurance that the Company will comply with the conditions
attaching to them and that the grants will be received. Government grants are recognised in profit or loss on a systematic
basis over the periods in which the Company recognises as expenses the related costs for which the grants are intended
to compensate. Specifically, government grants whose primary condition is that the Company should purchase, construct
or otherwise acquire non-current assets are recognised as deferred revenue in the balance sheet and transferred to profit
or loss on a systematic and rational basis over the useful lives of the related assets.Government grants that are receivable
as compensation for expenses or losses already incurred or for the purpose of giving immediate financial support to the
Company with no future related costs are recognised in profit or loss in the period in which they become receivable.

Borrowing cost

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of an asset that necessarily takes a
substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use or sale are capitalized as part of the cost of the respective
asset. All other borrowing costs are expensed in the period they occur. Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs
that an entity incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds.

Interest income earned on the temporary investment of specific borrowings pending their expenditure on qualifying
assets is deducted from the borrowing costs eligible for capitalisation.

Provisions, contingent liabilities and contingent assets

A provision is recognized when there is a present obligation as a result of a past event and it is probable that an outflow
of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made
of the amount of obligation. A contingent liability is recognized for:

i. a present obligation that arises from past events but is not recognized as a provision because either the possibility
that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation is remote or a
reliable estimate of the amount of the obligation cannot be made; and

ii. apossible obligation that arises from past events and the existence of which will be confirmed only by the occurrence
or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the company.

Market Risk

(i) Foreign Currency risk management

The company undertakes certain transactions denominated in foreign currencies. Hence, exposures to exchange rate
fluctuations arise.

(ii) Interest Rate Risk
Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of

changes in market interest rates. The Company’s exposure to the risk of changes in market interest rates relates primarily
to the Company’s debt obligations with floating interest rates.

As the Company has no significant interest-bearing assets, the income and operating cash flows are substantially
independent of changes in market interest rates. The Company’s exposure to the risk of changes in market interest rates
relates primarily to the Company’s debt obligations with floating interest rates, which are included in interest bearing
loans and borrowings in these financial statements. The company’s fixed rate borrowings are carried at amortised cost.
They are therefore not subject to interest rate risk, since neither the carrying amount nor the future cash flows will
fluctuate because of a change in market interest rates.

Liquidity Risk

The Company’s principal sources of liquidity are cash and cash equivalents and the cash flow that is generated from operations.
The Company has outstanding borrowings from Phoenix ARC Private Limited. The Company is passing through a phase of
liquidity stress and there is a mismatch in cash flows. Due to this, the capacities of the Company are running at sub-optimal
level. The Company is working towards devising a plan which would correct the cash flow mismatch. The Company believes
that the Company would be able to generate enough cash inflows to meet its working capital requirements in the medium
and long run. The company manages liquidity risk by maintaining adequate reserves, continuously monitoring forecast and
actual cash flows and matching the maturity profiles of financial assets and liabilities.

Credit Risk

Credit risk refers to the risk that the counterparty will default on its contractual obligations resulting in financial loss to the
company. Credit risk has always been managed by the company through credit approvals, establishing credit limits and
continuously monitoring the credit worthiness of customers to which the company grants credit terms in the normal course of
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business. On account of adoption of Ind AS 109, the company uses expected credit loss model to assess the impairment loss
or gain. The Company has exposure to credit risk from trade receivable balances on sale of Yarns & Readymade Garments.
